Value Notes
About 50 grants are awarded each year. 
Grants of between £100 and £10,000 are available. Applications for larger amounts will be considered. 
Grants of up to £5,000 are available for smaller voluntary organisations whose income and expenditure is less than £5,000 per year and who are not yet required to register with the Charity Commission.
Match Funding Restrictions
Applicants are expected to show what other sources of funding have been sought and secured.
Who Can Apply
Applications are accepted from registered charities benefiting people who live in Nottinghamshire. 
Smaller voluntary organisations whose income and expenditure are less than £5,000 per year and who are not yet required to register with the Charity Commission are also eligible to apply. 
Applicants must provide their latest annual report and detailed accounts. 
Organisations can only reapply after 12 months from the date of the last donation or rejection.
Location
Nottinghamshire
Restrictions
The following are not eligible for funding: 
· Projects benefiting people outside Nottinghamshire.
· Individuals.
· Organisations which are not registered charities and which have income or expenditure of more than £5,000 per year.
· Charities seeking funds to redistribute to other charities.
· Projects for which there is a legal statutory obligation or which replace statutory funding.
Eligible Expenditure
The Trust will consider applications for funding for most expenditure items, including salary and overhead costs.Generally, large building or construction projects will not be funded, although minor structural improvements and refurbishments would be considered. 
The Trust's four main funding priorities are as follows: 
· Health: 
· Community Healthcare - community healthcare services, home care, aftercare, sufferers of medical conditions, disabled people and continuing care.
· Health Education and Prevention - promoting knowledge and awareness of specific diseases or medical conditions.
· Lifelong Learning: 
· Helping people of any age to achieve their educational potential (supplementary schools, literacy and numeracy projects, community education, vocational/restart education for the unemployed, alternative education for excluded school pupils).
· Community Development: 
· Helping groups to organise and respond to problems and needs in their communities or networks.
· This could include groups such as Councils for Voluntary Services and Citizens Advice Bureaux.
· Social Care: 
· Personal Social Services - organisations assisting individuals or families to overcome social deprivation (eg people who are homeless or disabled and their carers, lone parent and childcare groups and other family support groups).
· Social Preventive Schemes - activities preventing crime, dropping out and general delinquency and providing other social care outreach work, social health and safety awareness schemes, etc.
· Community Social Activities - activities to promote social engagement for vulnerable people, mitigating against isolation and loneliness.
The Trust is especially interested in projects with the capacity to deliver significant impact and which reach the greatest number of people.

Trustee meetings are held in January, March, May, July, September and November. 
Applications are considered every two months with the following deadlines: 
· 7 January.

· 7 August.
· 7 October.
· 7 December.

Background
The Grants for Voluntary Organisations involved in Sport and the Arts scheme is provided and administered by Broxtowe Borough Council.
Objectives of Fund
Funding is intended for voluntary groups and other bodies with a base or a strong presence in Broxtowe. Grants can help with the meeting the day-to-day costs involved with providing services to the community.
Value Notes
The maximum level of revenue grant varies according to both the type of organisation and the services they provide. The Council will normally only commit itself to fund an organisation for a single year. Only in exceptional circumstances will funding be granted for longer periods.
Match Funding Restrictions
The Council will seek evidence of the organisation's own fundraising efforts together with funding from other sources. Funding will not be awarded to organisations whose sole source of income would be grant aid from the Council. 
A capital grant would normally cover part of the project cost, typically 25% or 50% and applicants should ensure that they are able to meet the remaining cost of the project from either their own funds or other sources of income.
Who Can Apply
Local voluntary organisations and national charities that have a base or strong presence in Broxtowe are eligible to apply. 
Organisations must: 
· Be open to all regardless of race, creed, sex or political affiliation.
· Provide services that are in addition or complementary to those services provided by the Borough Council and in accordance with the existing policies of the Borough Council.
· Be able to demonstrate that either through the direct provision of services or other means they benefit the people of Broxtowe.
· Be able to provide a constitution or set of rules and their latest set of financial accounts.
· Agree to allow the Council to inspect their financial records at any time.
Examples of eligible groups are as follows: 
· Age concern groups.
· Caring organisations.
· Citizens Advice Bureaus.
· Community associations/residents groups.
· Conservation and environmental groups.
· Pre-school playgroups/parents and toddler groups.
· National appeals.
· Senior citizens groups/OAP welfare organisations.
· Sports clubs.
· Volunteer bureaus.

Grants cannot be awarded for: 
· Political groups or projects that promote political beliefs.
· Religious groups or activities promoting religious beliefs unless a project can demonstrate wider community benefit eg the cost of repairs to community facilities.
· Animal welfare charities.
· Applications from national organisations based outside the borough unless a strong link with the Borough can be demonstrated.
· Retrospective costs.
Eligible Expenditure
Grants will be awarded for revenue purposes in order to help meet the day-to-day running costs that organisations incur in providing services to borough residents. In exceptional circumstances the Council may consider requests for assistance towards one-off planned capital expenditure on buildings or items of equipment. 
Revenue grants to community and residents' associations, pre-school playgroups/parent and toddler groups, senior citizens' groups/OAP welfare organisations, sports clubs and other groups can be awarded under a delegated authority, with the maximum annual grant payable being £250.

Background
The Local Communities Fund is a discretionary financial contribution awarded by Nottinghamshire County Council to support the delivery of projects that help to deliver the strategic aims of the County Council and the Local Communities Fund. 
The Fund is the successor to the Local Improvement Scheme and consists of a Revenue Programme (split into two parts: Small Grants and Large Grants), a Capital Programme and a Talented Athletes Programme.
Objectives of Fund
The Local Communities Fund - Capital Programme supports voluntary and community organisations working in Nottinghamshire that have developed effective activities in response to a local need/gap analysis. 
Capital grants are available to support local voluntary and community groups with projects that: 
· Help to address local priorities, eg improving access to new or existing services such as sports and leisure, protecting the environment, reducing loneliness, and improving physical and mental health.
· Improve local places and spaces that are important to communities.
· Bring people together and involve them in the design and implementation.
· Help to address climate and environmental change and/or minimise any negative impact on the environment.
Value Notes
Grants of up to £20,000 are available.
Match Funding Restrictions
Groups should aim to secure at least 50% match funding. Some projects with less than 50% match funding may also be considered. 
NB: To make best use of the funds the County Council aims to invest in capital projects with full match funding already in place, so they are 'ready to go'. 
Match funding can include grants and donations from other organisations, member subscription fees and fundraising (and where appropriate, in-kind contributions).
Who Can Apply

The following criteria also applies to capital projects: 
· Public use and legacy - The asset that the capital funding contributes to will need to remain in public use and leave a legacy for at least three years after it has been purchased and installed/launched/is first in use.
· Maintenance - Capital funding can be used to help with the initial cost of the project, but it cannot be used for ongoing maintenance. Therefore, organisations must ensure that they have plans and funds in place to maintain the project for at least three years.
· Ownership - The applying organisation must be able to evidence title to the land/property or provide evidence of permission to use the land/property for the proposed project.

· National organisations - a national charity (or local branch thereof) that cannot adequately evidence that funding is being solely spent in Nottinghamshire or for the benefit of the residents of Nottinghamshire.

· A district council acting as an accountable body for a local voluntary/community group.
· Companies that can pay profits to directors, shareholders or members (including companies limited by shares).

· Helps to address local priorities, eg improving access to new or existing services such as sports and leisure, protecting the environment, reducing loneliness, and improving physical and mental health.
· Improves local places and spaces that are important to communities.
· Brings people together and involves them in the design and implementation.
· Helps to address climate and environmental change and/or minimises any negative impact on the environment.
Eligible could include improvements to facilities that support community access and/or to improve health and wellbeing such as: 
· Improvements to sporting facilities which help to improve wellbeing and access for all.
· New outdoor play equipment (including accessible outdoor equipment) to provide an exciting and safe play area for local children and families, offering opportunities for physical activity and community interaction in an open, public space.
· Green/horticultural improvements to open spaces such as the development of an 'all year round' community garden for the benefit of all members of the community.
· Memorial and heritage improvements, such as the construction of a permanent and accessible paved foundation for a memorial dedicated to RAF aircrew who were killed in flying incidents during WWII.
· Signs and information or interpretation boards that improve the community and/or visitor experience such as: 
· Brown tourist signs to direct visitors to Nottinghamshire attractions.
· Signposts and information boards that include points of interest within a park.
· Gateway signs upon entering a village.
How To Apply
Capital grant applications can be made at any time throughout the year. 
There is a two-stage application process. Applicants must initially submit an expression of interest using the online application form available on the Nottinghamshire County Council website. Those who are successful at this stage will be invited to submit a stage-two application.

Large grants 
This is for applications over £5,000 per project and aims to support the co-ordination of investment in priority areas. Applications are invited from county-based organisations that can: 
· Demonstrate a good track record of delivery and supporting local communities, whether by geography and/or by interest.
· Demonstrate professional standards and good governance.
Partnership bids will be welcomed and should demonstrate effective collaboration across service delivery. 
Eligible costs for revenue grants include: 
· Utilities (eg gas, electricity and water bills).
· Communications (eg internet, landline and telephone).
· Rent.
· Insurance and professional fees.
· Relevant staff salaries and staff training.
· Volunteer training and volunteer expenses.

Small revenue grant applications can be made at any time and are assessed on a rolling basis. Applications for large revenue grants are currently closed.

Value Notes

· Other charities or voluntary bodies.
The funding can be used for both capital and revenue costs for the following: 
· Charitable projects and activities in or benefiting the people of Nottinghamshire.
· Activities relating to community healthcare services including home care, aftercare, sufferers of long-term medical conditions and the continuing care of disabled people.
· Health education and prevention - promoting knowledge and awareness of specific diseases or medical conditions.
· Lifelong learning projects helping people of any age to achieve their educational potential through supplementary schools, literacy and numeracy projects, community education, vocational/restart education for the unemployed, and alternative education for excluded school pupils.
· Community development by helping groups to organise and respond to problems and needs in their communities
· Personal social services including organisations assisting individuals or families to overcome social deprivation, eg people who are homeless or disabled and their carers, single parent and childcare groups and other family support groups.
· Social preventive schemes covering activities which prevent crime, 'dropping out' and general delinquency, provide social care outreach services, deliver social health and safety awareness schemes.
How To Apply
Applications can be made at any time. 
The criteria and application form are available on the Trust's website. The completed application form should be sent by post along with copies of the last two years' accounts if available. 
The Trustees normally meet quarterly each year, in January, April, July and October. 
Only successful applicants will be notified and they will receive a cheque soon after the trustees' meeting.
